The Baby Project helps keep parents close to their babies by 

providing a free room at The Inn at Baptist Health for families that 

live 50 miles or more away from Baptist Health – Little Rock. 

Located across the street from the hospital, the hotel has four 

rooms designated for The Baby Project that provide a comfortable 

place to stay for over 100 families each year. 

To combat Arkansas’s rampant hunger problem, volunteers assemble 

boxes full of fresh produce to be distributed to families in high-need 

neighborhoods. These families also receive education on healthy eating 

habits and how to continue to obtain nutritious food. Baptist Health 

Foundation also shares our resources and programs with those in need 

through our Mobile Kitchen Trailer.
